‘ practice with your child:
1. Should be at least 8 characters howsecureismypassword.net/
2. Contain numbers, symbols, capital and lower case letters 1
3. Not be a dictionary word NB: Never use a real password
4. Don’t rely on obvious substitutions (o for 0) on a password checker site.
